There isaworld hardiness zone that describes the zones and shows a map.There is an amazing forty-four page chart
that "features at-a-glance information for every species or hybrid with an individual entry" covered in these pages. It
covers everything from the type of plant to fifteen categories of critical information. For example, we can learn that
Aechmea chantinii is 40 inche (100 cm) in height, can spread up to 20 inches (50 cm), is a perennial, prefers awarm or
tropical climate, is abromeliad, has showy flowers (not scented), should be planted in the spring, flowersin the
summer, can be grown in apot or atub, and grows in heavy shade.
