The back has simplified overview maps of the subway system (get an
understanding of how the various lines interconnect) and a big-picture overview of the city and it's outlying districts.
Keep in mind - the city is huge - this map presents areas you are most likely to visit with the exception of Palermo
Vigjo.Also on the back is a summary narrative of historical and suggested Points of Interest; the Information section
lists emergency contacts and helpful hints.l also suggest you consider Time Out Buenos Aiires.
